MUNICIPALITY OF BOISSEVAIN-MORTON
BY-LAW 2018-04
The Fees and Charges By-Law 2018-04

Being a By-law of the Municipality of Boissevain-Morton for a fee schedule for
municipal services rendered under the authority of The Municipal Act, The Planning
Act and the By-Laws of the Municipality of Boissevain-Morton.

WHEREAS The Municipal Act S.M. 1996, c. 58 — Cap.M225 indicates in Section 232(e)(i)
and (iii) states as follows:

232(2) “Without limiting the generality of subsection (1), a council may in a by-law passed
under this division

(e) subject to regulations, provide for a system of licenses, permits or approvals, including
any or all of the following:

(i) establishing fees, and terms for payment of fees, for inspections, licenses, permits
and approvals, including fees related to recovering the costs of regulation,

(i) prohibiting a development, activity, industry, business or thing until a license,
permit or approval is granted,

AND WHEREAS the Council of the Municipality of Boissevain-Morton deems it beneficial
and in its best interest to include in one by-law all Finance and Administrative fees and
charges payable to the Municipality of Boissevain-Morton for certain services rendered by
officers and employees of the Municipality of Boissevain-Morton;

NOW THEREFORE Be it resolved that the Council of the Municipality of Boissevain-Morton
enact in Open Council assembled, hereby enacts as by-law as follows:

1. THAT the fees and charges payable to the Municipality of Boissevain-Morton for services
rendered by officers and employees of the Municipality shall be as set out in the following
schedule attached hereto; Schedule “(A)” Finance and Administration Services

2. THAT the fees and charges set out in the schedule attached to this by-law shall take
precedence over any other By-Law or Resolution.

3. THAT this by-law shall be known as THE FEES AND CHARGES BY-LAW.

4. THAT By-Law No. 2013-04 & 2013-10 be rescinded.

5. THAT private works are not a core function of the municipality and will not take precedence
over public works. Private works will only be considered if private contractors or equipment are
not available with the municipality to either supply the service or perform the required work. The
municipality will refer requests for private works to local private operators where available.



6. THAT any unpaid fees or charges owed to the Municipality by any tax payer including
any penalties related thereto as well as any fines imposed on the taxpayer by the court
for contravention of the Municipal By-laws may be added to the taxes of the said tax
payer and may be collected or enforced in the same manner as a tax as defined by The
Municipal Act, L.M. 1996 c.58.
